Florida Statutes – 768.1325 Cardiac Arrest Survival Act; immunity from civil liability 

• Uses key verbiage to describe immunity from civil liability while using or attempting to 
use an AED on a victim of a perceived medical emergency  

• Also provides guidelines for person(s) who acquired the device:  
o Proper maintenance and testing 
o Providing appropriate training in the use of the device to employees 
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
